On 26" September, Manila and its surrounding districtsrewe
ravaged by a very damaging typhoon, known inteonally as
Typhoon Ketsina, but in the Philippines as TyphQuoy.

The Philippines Evangelical Friends Internationalinistries
(formerly Philippines Evangelical Church) is cedtren the
district of Pasig, which was one of the worst afelcareas of
Manila. John Ocol, who is a member of the AWPS @uttee,
sent out a plea for help to Friends, as the Chwas flooded by
up to 15 feet of water, and much of its contentstrdged.
Friends living nearby had also lost most of thestongings and
since the water took some days to recede, many iwemeed of
emergency aid.

Friends from around the world, particularly in Hokgng and
Europe at first, and then from Pacific nations &mel US sent
money to an AWPS account in Australia to be sentt@rthe
Philippines.  Their response was astonishing. HEtangelical
Friends in Manila started to distribute food, clothand medical
supplies to those in need, and some unprogrammeddsrset up
courses at Atenao University to train psychologydsnts,
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teachers and NGO workers in post-trauma counseglbogthat

they could assist people who had suffered in tagtious floods.

eggs. Upon her death, her family discovered thatveds currently
defending around a thousand other pending cases!

On this day, we pay tribute to Coney's woman-stiegn her
struggle for social justice. Like other stronglyilng women,
Coney was a passionate protector of the vulnerableow
generously she defended the poor and marginalizige! other
strongly loving women, she endured and perseveredhear
everyday sacrifices, quietly, and without fanfare.her, it was the
giving that mattered, rather than the applause.d kastly, like
other strongly loving women, in the end, she seadf her own
body, so that others may live.

As we remember Coney's life and her gruesome dksths light
the candle for Justice for the victims of the Anyaet massacre.
And pray that with their sacrifice on the altar@bod-drenched
landfills, our country will one day enjoy the frsiibf a fear-free
Maguindanao, the scrapping of CVO's and other uns#nts of
militarization, and a truly viable electoral syst&rere opposition
candidates can register, campaign and win duriregtiehs.
